Top 10 Social News Sites

What Is A Social News Site?
Social news sites are very specifically sites where users submit pages from around the web they find interesting.  The core of any social news site is community sharing of information, videos, and pictures from all over the web in different categories.  Users provide a URL to the news or media they want to share, enter a description and some tags, and  submit the listing to be viewed and voted on by the community.  Submissions that become “popular” move to the top pages of these sites and tend to get a lot of traffic in a short period of time.

Here’s a quick breakdown of the top sites according to Google right now:

Technorati –  http://technorati.com/   Technorati  :  2010 ... Real-time search for user-generated media (including weblogs) by tag or keyword. Also provides popularity indexes.

Digg: Currently holding the number 1 slot for social news sites, Digg is easy to use, and new users can have their accounts going in a matter of minutes. It’s simple to browse through the different categories of news articles, with a huge variety of topics. The Digg community is very strong, users can “Digg” or “Bury” an article, affecting its popularity. Some argue that Digg cliques can potentially unnaturally affect popularity of items.

Propeller: Formerly known as Netscape, Propeller boasts a useful control panel for users to see other related articles very easily. Users vote on an article, hopefully helping to rank the best ones. A wide variety of topics and categories are covered.

Reddit: A popular site with many categories and subcategories (subreddits) that, although not focused on major news headlines, offers very simple, no-frills news. You can often find interesting and off-beat articles here, but without moderation the quality control can be questionable. Again, users can vote for or against items.

Newsvine: Here you can find community-driven news stories. Editorials and opinions are very common on Newsvine. Users of this site can have their own blog for commenting and following news stories and threads. Give and receive comments easily for postings. (Good luck with this one though. They have an itchy “ban” finger and are quite full of themselves.)

Fark: This site specializes in news articles, and administrators moderate the site, so only approved content and links are posted. Basic services are free, with varying subscription levels and additional access to be able to comment or access and post adult content.

Slashdot: This site is considered to be a current-affairs news site, with a “nerdy” twist. Each item has its own forum for comments by users. Semi-random moderators “score” items on several variables, giving users their own “karma score” which then controls what they can access. Users with high karma scores have more broad access.

Metafilter: A free blog site that welcomes comments by users, it’s designed to help users share links and interesting discoveries on the web. Members can make one post per day, and this must include one link. No longer free (costs $5 to sign up to limit membership a little), only members can participate actively but anyone can lurk and read.
I am bored: This news site covers general topics, with a slant toward off-beat and unusual news (the stuff that can keep your interest on a boring Saturday night). Initially founded on the idea that people surfing the net can get so bored that they actually type “I am bored” into their search engine, this site is offered as a remedy to that situation.
Mixx: This site features news articles from every category. Users develop their own “Mixx” that focuses on their interests. Groups with similar interests can be connected and comment interactively on items. You generally only get the Mixx items that pertain to your preferences.

Shoutwire: Shoutwire provides links to other news sites, but users can submit their own articles. Users can give ratings to articles, a “shout” or a “bash,” affecting a ranking and popularity. Similar to dig, users are not moderated, and opinions are those of the users.

Each of these sites is a little different, some are more controlled by the users, others are moderated carefully. Visiting a variety of them on a regular basis will allow you to keep your finger on the social news pulse and get your site noticed!

Create your own class account. This makes it easy for you and your students to access their work. It will also give you the option of keeping your work private. 

Example of how I use flickr in my classroom: 

Students search for images for a Soviet propaganda project. 

Found some images on  flickr, but neded more.

Searched on Google image searches and then upload their work onto our flickr group page. 

Flickr  invites student collaboration and participation. 

Students can embed comments on the image itself. 

Students do some real analysis--they can add text in the image, using either the notes or description features. 

PROJECT

"Propaganda during the Russian Revolution" project, students had to analyze how the propagandists used color and slogans to get their messages across. 

Some wrote about how the Bolshevik workers looked strong and handsome, whereas the capitalists looked fat and lazy. 

Another activity, students created dialogues for the characters, making it even more interactive. 

How flickr could work in their subject area. Math teacher John Campanella mentioned how an image, such as a four leaf clover, could be used to teach symmetry.

Chemistry teacher Tom Cork mentioned using images to illustrate how polar compounds dissolve into other polar compounds. 

As a homework assignment, students could analyze images of a man and a woman on a date and to write about how this photo explains the concept.

Flickr using educators who are interested in practicing their digital photography skills have created this group to share a photo a week.  It's a great way to get and give feedback from other novice photographers.

Flickr page of Tim Lauer, principal of Meriwether Lewis Elementary School, in Portland, Oregon, is a proud gallery of class projects, school sports teams, and drama productions. But look closely and you'll notice you can rarely pick out a single student's face.

"We're a little leery of putting photos of students up," Lauer says. "Most of what we document with Flickr is activities, students' work -- basically, to give families a feeling for what kinds of projects kids are working on." Lauer says that seeing photos of their work gives kids a sense of accomplishment -- of having been, in a sense, published.

Much of what makes Flickr a social-networking site is the ability it gives its users to comment on each others' photos. But Lauer steers clear of this, too. "We're not taking advantage of any of the social aspects of Flickr," he says. Photos on his and his school's site take advantage of Flickr's no-comment tool, so Lauer can always control which words show up on the page.

He can also label photos as "private" and use Flickr's Guest Pass tool to share those photos with invited guests only. "If I've got some private images -- of a kid's science project or something like that -- and I want to share them with the family, I can keep them private and send the family a link to look at those," he says.

During a recent 20 Ways to Use Edmodo webinar (Tuesdays 4pmEST), attended by educators from UK, Turkey, Australia, Canada, and a number of teachers from the US, our Online Community Manager asked educators how they were using Edmodo.   Responses came from 9 states and 5 countries and varied from using Edmodo to jot down notes for the class, to creating global classroom connections, to facilitating elaborate historical event role plays. We thought you might be inspired by some of their ideas.

Science Fair Exhibition Hall: 

View powerpoint, glogster, video summaries of student science projects.  A great Virtual Exhibition to showcase student work.

2. Playground: 

Kids are kids-students have free reign to post whatever they want (with guidelines for appropriate use of course — encourage expression and creativity, but reinforce the need for boundaries and appropriate behavior).

In the News: students to post articles and blogs that are relevant to classroom curriculum.  

21st Century Field Trips: Divide students into small groups, (ensuring at least one cell phone is available in each group).  As they wander through the museum or landmark, post scavenger hunt questions on the Edmodo mobile app to which students race to respond.

Lunch Count: poll each morning – students walk in the door, keep Edmodo open on your classroom computer and ask them to ‘check in’ on the poll  Presto – instant lunch count, attendance, or whatever information you need to track.

Data Tracking Diary:   Students can enter daily data points on the calendar (growth of classroom plants, weather charts, countdown to Spring break), then filter the calendar to show only these entries.  Print it or export to .csv and use the data for graphing or qualitative analysis.

Collaborate with other professionals. Learn from and share with other instructors around the world by sharing ideas, tips, and techniques through Twitter or Facebook.

Use Twitter to teach journalism. Have students use Twitter to report news in 140 characters or less to practice communicating important information succinctly.

Answer questions. Be available for answering students’ questions via a Twitter feed.

Help shy students. Shy students who may feel uncomfortable approaching their teacher in person can use social media as a way to communicate.

Brainstorm. One benefit of social media is the ability to write down thoughts any time they occur. Encouraging students to brainstorm on class topics outside class time provides more opportunities for sharing great thoughts.

Create stories. Have students create a story, one by one, using only one Twitter post of 140 characters or less and one student at a time

Make changes. When a book was not allowed to be taught in one school, students connected with the author of the book and collaborated on how to approach the school board with their case.
